» For those applicants who - i) apply by the first deadline, ii) are fully qualified, and iii) have submitted all required documents by 31 August - will be considered first and
placed in rank order according to the selection criteria approved by Senate. Those for whom places are available will be informed accordingly.

» Subsequently, if any vacant places remain available after this initial ranking process, those other applicants fulfilling all the Entry Requirements and any other requirements
imposed by the respective F/I/C/A/S (including the submission of documentation by a set time period), shall be considered for selection to take up any remaining places.
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
