SYNOPSIS

ACT I
Scene: A village scene by Teresa’s water-mill.

The young peasant Alessio is in love with Lisa, the innkeeper, but she. in her turn,
is in love with Elvino who is about to marry Amina, the orphan girl whom Teresa, the
water-mill owner, had adop:ed as her daughter. The village folk surround the happy Amina
while a notary is drawing up the marriage contract for her, on the eve of her wedding,
when Count Rodolfo arrives in the village and joins in the celebrations. He shows some
interest in the girl, but, as dusk begins to fall, the villagers disperse, for as the Count is
informed, it will soon be the hour of the white ghost that has taken the habit to haunt
the village houss-tops by night. From his last word to Amina it is evinced that Elvino
has become jealous of the Count. The young couple kiss each other goodnight in blissful
expetancy of the morrow’s union.

ACT 11
Scene: Inside the village inn. The Count’s bedroam,

The Count is exchanging pleasantries with Lisa the innkeeper when a noise, coming
from the window, disturbs them. Lisa departs forgetting her handkerchie? behind. From
the window there climbs into the room Amina in her night-gown. She is sleep-walking and,
believing she is in the presence of her beloved Elvino, speaks of love to the person
confronting her: the Count. Lisa is eavesdropping and quite unaware of Amina’s real
condition. believes she has discovered that the Count and Amina had planned this mee‘ing
earlier that evening. She hurries off to spread the scandal. The upright Count will not
harm the unfortunate girl’s reputation and, being aware that it would be unwise to interfere
with a sleep-walker, leaves the way she came. When the villagers and Elvino come unon
the scene they find Amina asleep on the Count’s sofa. At first Elvino will not believe his
own eyes, but when the girl awakes and is unable to explain her presence ‘there, she is
accused of infidelity to her betrothed and the wedding is called off.

ACT I11i
Scene I: An open space in a highland woaod.

Amina, accompanied by her guardian Teresa, is on her way to Elvino’s place to
persuade him that she is innocent. They meet him in the wood worrying about his ill Tuck,
but, on seeing Amina, the unhappy boy loses his temper and they separate in despair.

Scene II: By the water-mill as in Act I.

Elvino has decided to turn his glances to Lisa ‘whom he could never really shake off
and the villagers come to congratulate the innkeeper about it; indeed, thev say he has
directed that the wedding preparations be now resumed towards this end. But Count
Rodolfo. returning to the inn that evening learns with some surprise that Amina is being
taken for a guilty wench. He tells them that she had gone to him in her sleep taking him
for Elvino, which explained why she had been heard speaking tenderly of love. Indeed
he adds that she was the alleged village ghost of whom all had become so scared of late.
This news, coupled with the discovery of Lisa’s handkerchief in the count’s room, decided
Elvino against the newly projected wedding. At that moment, Amina is scen approaching
from the water-mill window on to the dangerous ledge leading to the unused path across
the stream. She is again sleep-walking and a false step would precipitate her to her doom
in the tnrbulent waters below her. She halts in her stride. speaks of her love for Alvino,
who unable to control himself, calls out to her and the spell is broken. The lovers embrace
amid everybody’s cheers. a.s.m.
