Lehar Franz born in Komarno and later lived in Hungary. Son of military
Bandmaster, trained as violinist at Conservatory of Prague; then bandmaster like
his father. Composed serious operas, but won great success with The Merry Widow.

CAVALLERIA RUSTICANA MASCAGNI (1863-1945)

Pietro Mascagni, born Leghorn died in Rome. Studied at Milan Conservatory
but only for short time, not appreciating systematic academic teaching; became
minor operatic conductor and then small-town piano teacher; won great success
with Cavalleria Rusticana and Amico Fritz.

Ponchielli Amilcare born near Cremona and died Milan. Popular composer
of operas, especially La Gioconda.
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
