The Movement’s premises at 51, Market Street, Floriana have been decorated by the
members themselves, but the Trust can only move ahead with its plans through the generous aid
of benefactors and well-wishers.

In the field of light entertainment, the Movement is known for its discos, and for organ-
izing Malta’s Disco Dancing Championship.

Anthony Bezzina who has directed for the 4Ts such productions as ‘Jesus Christ Super-
star’ 'and ‘Joseph and the Amazing Technicolor Dreamcoat’ and who is the Director behind th's
evening’s production, has been one of the first memters to join the Trust and has also been its
President for two years in the past.
