Garden’ theme.

You will be provided with the necessary materials, tools and equipment required
to carry out the tasks. However, you need to bring along your own sewing box and

colouring pencils.

. Create an A3 physical mood board for the embellished ready-made table runner,

including hand embroidery as the creative textile technique.
Your teacher will provide you with an A3 size foam board. The mood board should be
created in class. However, all necessary planning including the preparation of pictures

should be done at home.

. On an A4 paper, design an original table runner using hand embroidery, keeping in

mind the theme. Ensure that you label clearly your design.

. Produce an original hand embroidered table runner as designed in (b), whilst following

the necessary Health and Safety procedures.

Your teacher will provide you with a piece of plain cotton fabric and a piece of iron-on
interfacing measuring approximately 60cm x 30cm each, embroidery thread,
embroidery hoop and embroidery needles. However, you also need to use your own

sewing box.
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
