Marking Scheme

The maximum marks that can be achieved across all MQF levels for this criterion should read 4 instead 6, and
those specifically for Question 5c¢ should read 2 instead of 4. The allocation of marks for Question 5c should
read ‘1 mark for each consequence correctly described’ instead of ‘0.5 marks...".

Given that the question does not specify whether the TWO consequences should be described for each of the
four needs of an infant outlined in Question 5b if these are not met, any TWO validly described consequences
of not meeting the needs of an infant outlined in Question 5b — even if these are related to the same need
—should be accepted and marked as correct.
