The syllabus which is here presented has been rdsitp lead to a teaching syllabus and scheme of
examination which will provide:

(a) a system which differentiates on the basisositjve achievement rather than failure;

(b) a system in which the lower grades represersieful achievement in the subject;

(c) a system which enables all candidates to gaideg according to their competence.

Aims

The aims of a course in Classical Culture and {Sailon leading to the award of a Secondary Edanati
Certificate should be:
(a) to offer insights into, and appreciation ofe tbulture and civilisation of Classical Greece and
Rome;
(b) to provide enjoyment and intellectual stimudati

Assessment Objectives

The scheme of assessment will test:
(a) candidates' knowledge of the history of Claasizreece and Rome;
(b) candidates' familiarity with literary texts wen during the period.

Scheme of Assessment
The examination will consist of two papers of twours' duration each. Candidates have to answer in
English.

Paper | (50% of the global mark): This paper isbeotaken by all candidates. It will consist of two
sections: one on Greek History and one on Romamohjis Candidates are expected to answer two
questions from each of them. The questions sétesdt factual knowledge of the subject areas.

Paper Il (50% of the global mark): There will beotwersions of this paper: Paper IIA and Paper IIB.
Candidates are required to indicate on the registréorm which Paper Il they wish to sit for. bange

in the choice of paper will be allowed after thgisération period. Questions set in each of the papers
will range over the whole syllabus but the questionPaper IIA will make greater demands on cartd&la
than those in Paper |, while the questions in PdBewill be less demanding than those in Paper I.

Results

Candidates sitting for Paper | and Paper IIA magliffor a grade within the range 1to 5 (i.e213, 4,
5); the results of candidates who do not obtainad& 5 shall remain Unclassified (U).

Candidates sitting for Paper | and Paper 11B maglifufor a grade not higher than 4 (i.e. grade$,46,
7); the results of candidates who do not obtaieadt a Grade 7 shall remain Unclassified (U).
