This final
report should summarise all the findings, conclnsiand any recommendations or suggestions. . doas the written, the
length of the report should be around 1500 words ibuthe case of electronic means of productibe, tisual, audio or
audiovisual presentation should be of around 10utes duration. A mixture of all these means shatitike a balance on
these guidelines. However, the candidates shouldvimre that the length of the project does not semudy reflect the
standard of the work.
